Our semester exams will be Monday, January 25, 2010 through Wednesday, January 27, 
2010. Students need to attend classes on Saturday and Sunday, January 23 and January

Examinations will begin Monday, January 25 with a special schedule for Period One and 
Two classes including a brief study time for each. The same schedule is set for Periods
